PROPOSED CONSENT USE ON PORTION 1 OF FARM DOORNKRAAL NO. 831, DIVISION MALMESBURY
Your application dated 4 June 2015 regarding the abovementioned application has reference.
The Executive Mayoral Committee has resolved at a meeting held on 10 February 2016 to approve a consent use on a portion of portion 1 of the farm Doornkraal no. 831 (±57,4ha in extent), Division Malmesbury in order to operate a sand mine, in terms of Section 7, Chapter 14.4.2 of the Swartland Integrated Zoning Scheme Regulations, subject to the following conditions:

A1
Water

(a)
that no municipal drinking water can be provided;

A2
Sewerage

(a) that sewerage services can only be provided for household sewerage by means of a vacuum truck;

A3
Refuse removal

(a)
that a written application be made at Swartland Municipality if any of the dumpsites within the municipal area are to be used;

A4
Town Planning and Building Control

(a) that the mining areas be restricted to an area of ±57,4ha  on portion 1 of farm Doornkraal no 831, Afdeling Malmesbury for sand mining purposes;

(b) that this approval is only valid for the same period as the mining permit/license until 21 May 2035;

(c) that the holder of the mining permit/license contributes to the local economic development projects in conjuction with the Integrated Development Plan of Swartland Municipality as agreed and prescribed by Regulation 46(c)(iii) of the Minerals and Petroleum Resources Development Act, 2002 (Act 28 of 2002); Please contact Mr Leon Fourie or Ms Hilmary Papier regarding these local economic development projects.
(d) that the detail of the above-mentioned agreement are negotiated and agreed on between the parties;

(e) that the property is tidied and rehabilitated after the mining took place according the Environmental Management Plan;

(f) that vehicles to and from the mining area only make use of the private road from the MR174 over farms 830/0 (Nassau) and 834/12 (Platklip);

(g) that dust control in the mining area and for vehicles are done by means of water and ground covers;

(h) that appropriate and sufficient toilets are provided on site;

(i) that water for drinking purposes be accessable and available on the site which complies to SABS 241-1984;

(j) that all structures, temporary or permanent, be approved by Swartland Municipality;

(k) that no vehicles may be serviced on-site;

(l) that the visual impact and disturbance of the mine and mining activities be restricted to a minimum;

(m) that safety measures be put in place if the mine poses a danger to the health of people;

(n) that there is complied with the health requirements of the Department of Health as may be required from time to time;
(o) that the objector be shown thereto that there is no right to appeal;

Eskom

(a) that the following building and tree restriction on either side of centre line of overhead power line must be observed: Voltage – 11kV with a 9m building line restriction on either side of the centre line;
(b) that no construction work may be executed closer than 6m from any Eskom structure or structure-supporting mechanism;
(c) that no work or machinery nearer than 3m to the conductors of the 11kV line;
(d) that the natural ground level must be maintained within Eskom reserve areas and servitudes;
(e) that a minimum ground clearance of the overhead power line must be maintained to the following clearances: Voltage 11kV – 6.3m safety clearance above road;
(f) that existing Eskom power lines and infrastructure are acknowledged as established infrastructure on the properties and any rerouting or relocation would be for the cost of the applicant/owner;
(g) that Eskom rights or servitudes, including agreements with any of the landowners, obtained for the operation and maintenance of these existing power lines and infrastructure be acknowledged and honoured throughout its lifecycle which include, but are not limited to:

· having 24h access to its infrastructure according to the rights mentioned in (a) above;

· to perform maintenance (structural as well as servitude – vegetation management) on its infrastructure according to its maintenance programmes and schedules; 

· to upgrade or refurbish its existing power lines and infrastructure as determined by Eskom;

· to perform any other activity not listed above to ensure the safe operation and maintenance of the Eskom power lines of infrastructure;
(h) that Eskom must have at least a 10m obstruction free zone around all pylons (not just a 10m radius from the centre);
(i) that Eskom shall not be liable for the death or injury of any person, or for loss of or damage to any property, whether as a result of the encroachment or use of the area where Eskom has its services, by the applicant, hi/her agent, contractors, employees, successors in title and assignee;
(j) that the applicant indemnifies Eskom against loss, claims or damages, including claims pertaining to interference with Eskom services, apparatus or otherwise;
(k) that Eskom shall at all times have unobstructed access to and egress from its services;
(l) that any development which necessitates the relocation of Eskom’s services will be to the account of the developer;
(m) that Neil Hendricks, Malmesbury CNC must be contacted at 022-4871212 before working in close proximity to the overhead power lines.

Department of Transport and Public Works

(a) that Minor Roads MR5371, MR 5372 and Divisional Road 1142 shall not be used for the haulage of any material from the sand mine;

(b) that the existing farm road which gains access to Main Road 174 at Km 13,12 and which will be used as the only haulage road for material from the sand mine shall be registered as a right-of-way servitude road in favour of Farm 831/1, Division Malmesbury;
(c) that Minor Road MR5371 and MR 5372 must allow unfettered access to the public. Locked gates and fencing across the relevant proclaimed roads shall be removed. This includes the removal of the automatic sliding gate near the start of MR5371;

(d) the Department of Transport and Public Works in terms of the Roads Ordinance 19 of 1976 approves of the use of the existing farm access at Km 13,12 on MR 174 as the only access route for haulage vehicles from the sand mine of Farm 831/1, Division Malmesbury subject to the following:
(i) the required registration of the right-of-way servitude road in favour of Farm 831/1 must be in an advanced stage of registration prior to the commencement of the transportation of the mined material;

(ii) at no time may MR 5371, MR 5372 and DR 1142 be used by haulage vehicles of for the haulage of the mined material. Failure to adhere to these conditions will invalidate this approval;

A7
Telkom

(a) that this approval is valid for 12 months only, after which reapplication must be made if the work has not been completed;

(b) that any changes or deviations from the original planning during or prior to construction must immediately be communicated to the office of Telkom;

(c) that should alteration or relocation of existing infrastructure be required, such work will be done at the request and cost of the applicant;

(d) that as important cables are affected, please contact Marius Jonck at tel no. 0813637944 at least 48hours prior to commencement on construction work;

A8
Department of Agriculture

(a) that all measures be put in place to ensure proper post-mining rehabilitation of affected areas to as close to the original as possible;

(b) that the visual impacts associated with the mining be limited;

(c) that care be taken not to damage agricultural infrastructure;

(d) that day to day farming activities continue unrestricted;

(e) that cognizance be taken of objections from neighbouring farms;

A9
Department Water & Sanitation

(a) that the existing boreholes must be used for monitoring the groundwater;

(b) that upon closure of the mine, a proper rehabilitation plan must be implemented. The rehabilitation   plan must ensure that the sand mine closure does not pose any negative impacts of the groundwater;

(c) that if the sand mining will occur below the water table, mining activities must take place during the summer months to prevent dewatering.

Reason for the decision:

· The application is in compliance with the spatial planning of Swartland Municipality.
